The equipment required to ensure Fleming Pre-Service
Firefighter students are receiving the best training constantly
needs to be updated. In order for our future firefighters to
have the skills and confidence to save lives, students must
master the current equipment used by Ontario Fire Services.

Our students train at the Eastern Ontario Fire Academy
(EOFA) located in Norwood — about a 30 minute drive east
of Fleming’s Sutherland Campus. The EOFA is recognized
as one of Ontario’s premier training facilities. On site are five
separate buildings, where students practice real life scenarios
including fire control, assessment, confined space survival,
forcible entry and victim triage.

Second semester student, Ryan East, came to Fleming
from Caledon Village. “My family was a little hesitant about
Fleming because the training facility is not located directly on
campus. The daily commute from Peterbrough to Norwood
and the extra costs associated with
living so far away from home were
perceived as significant issues; but
after coming for a tour, seeing the
amazing facility and meeting Patrick
Wayne (program co-ordinator), there
was absolutely no other choice of
college for me!”

The tuition costs for the Pre-
Service Firefighter Education and
Training Program is upwards of
$4000.00 per semester. These costs, combined with the
